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The Trans Canada Trail borders the backyard of this Saint-Anselme property. During the summer and fall of

‘03, regular passersby watched with great interest as the one-of-a-kind home was being built.

The framework of 12 Chevreuil is constructed from elm timbers that were harvested from Maritime forests.

The two longest beams (cut from the same tree and split in half) are each twenty feet long; they span the

ceiling of the great room. The beams are fully exposed, of course. In fact – with its elm, walnut, ash, western

cedar, cherry, pine and birch –  the home is a a showcase for the warmth and beauty of wood. But why not

see for yourself?

Come On In!
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Rome was not built in a day – nor was this Pointe Aux-
Renards home, owned by Julia LeBlanc and Charles
Cormier. The planning/design process took a full 18
months.

There are stained glass light
fixtures (with diagonals echoing the home’s framework)
throughout the house.

The master bedroom is located on the
loft level. Its ensuite includes a jacuzzi
(below right). There are two additional
bedrooms in the ‘basement’; this lowest
level of the home (which is actually at
ground level) and is
fully finished, and
includes a sauna
room.

The great room
(opposite page) was
photographed from
the loft.  There’s a
wood burning
fireplace tucked into
the corner.  The
main source of heat
is a forced air
electric  furnace;
there is also an
external heat pump.
Floors in the great
room are walnut.
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The kitchen (above and above right) has cherry wood cabinetry and
ceramic floors; it  is equipped with sinks in both the dishwasher
counter and the centre island.

The breakfast nook (just beyond the counter in the top photo) is
surrounded by windows on three sides.  The windows look out over
the Trans Canada Trail.  A screened in porch is adjacent to the
breakfast nook.
