THE HISTORY

The manor was built by Abner McClelan, who was elected a
member of New Brunswick’s House of Assemby in 1854 (& age
twenty-three) McLelan became a member ofanadas first Senae
in 1867 and the povince’s Lieutenant Gozemor in 1896.

The McClelans were one of the most prominent families in
New Brunswick at the tum of the century; Abner McLelan and his
wife spaed no epense in the constiction and fumishing of their
home.
